On Sunday 17 July 2011, Seth Ellis 9S1, his brother Judd 1156 and their father completed the
Three Peaks Challenge.

The National Three Peaks Challenge is a mountain-endurance
challenge with a history of over 40 years, in which participants
attempt to climb the highest pecks in England, Wales and Scotland in
just 24 hours. The mountains climbed, in order of elevation, are Ben
Nevis 1,344 metres (4,409 feet), Snowdon 1,085 metres (3,560 feet),
and Scafell Pike 978 metres (3,209 feet). In all, the challenge
involves some 26 miles of ascent and descent, with total travel
approaching 475 miles. The challenge is usually undertaken starting
with Ben Nevis, the highest, and for many the most distant.

The Ellis family left Cressage at 07.00 on Saturday 16 July, and
arrived in Fort William, Scotland, at 16.00. They spent the next 3
hours climbing and descending Ben Nevis. When they had completed Ben Nevis they set off
for Scafell Pike in the Lake District, arriving at 01.00 on Sunday! It then took them a further
22 hours to complete Scafell. Setting off at 04.00, they headed to Snowdon, the highest
mountain in Wales. The team arrived at Snowdon at 09.00, and completed the final leg at
12.20, completing the challenge in a time well under the 24 hours!

During the project they have

studied our Olympic Heritage @U'T @ﬂ
and researched the impact that

William Penny Brookes has had

on the local area as well as the modern day
Olympics. They have visited Wembley Stadium,
(where the 1948 Games were held), the Olympic
Park, Teddington Lock (where the swimming races
were held in the National Games), the French
Consulate and the House of Lords amongst other
places. Whilst at the House of Lords they
presented the story of William Penny Brookes in a
Lords Select Committee room to Lord Grocutt who
was very keen to hear more about Much Wenlock
and Brookes himself.

Jaya Ellis-Perks, a member of the group,
participated in the John Hulley triathlon in
Liverpool and several others in the group went and
supported her and some of our other students who
were competing. John Hulley worked with Brookes
in the 19" Century and together with Ernst
Ravenstein formed the National Olympic
Association. Ravenstein also had built the first ever
gymnasium which is still there today by St Pancras
Station, London. The students also met a
Paralympian, Anna Jackson, who represented
Great Britain in Wheelchair Basketball. Scott
Crowe was given the opportunity to try out her
wheelchair but was unable to score; Anna, on the
other hand, didn’t miss!!

The whole project culminated in a conference at
the Birmingham Hippodrome on Wednesday 20
July. Jess Jones, Scott Crowe and Elizabeth Neale
were nominated as our leaders and they have held
regular fortnightly meetings to organise the
conference. Fourteen of the students chose to
present their ideas and five of them performed a
dance. There were many important people at the
conference, including politicians and
representatives from the London Organising
Committee of the Olympic and Paralympic Games.

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Lockers are provided for all students at the start of the
school year, located in communal spaces within each
House. Students are provided with one key for their
locker, and are required to provide a £5.00 deposit
against its loss. NB: Students who have returned keys
for their current locker do not need to pay a further
deposit. Students should not wear coats during the
school day, other than at breaks if outside. Coats
should be left in lockers, as should larger bags/
rucksacks used for carrying equipment to and from
school.

Every student is issued with a personalised Smart Card.
This provide access to key facilities within the school,
including cashless catering, printing and the Library.
Students don’t need to carry cash, queuing times for
catering services are minimised and they ensure
anonymity for those taking free school meals. They can
check their own balance in their accounts. Parents can
set spending limits, whilst having the convenience of
internet, cheque or cash payments. Each catering outlet
has electronic “Point of Sale” units (POS) instead of cash
tills. Students each get a virtual “purse” which is linked
to their user ID. Money is paid in either online or by
putting cash into an Account Loader, located in school.
Students will choose their items in the catering outlet and
use their card on a proximity reader, and money is then
debited from their account.
