Programmes of study are delivered to Year 7, 8 
and 9 students through a broad Foundation course 
planned to take account of the need for progres-
sion and differentiation. 
 
LOWER SCHOOL COURSES 
 
Students in Years 7 to 9 have the opportunity to 
work in different specialist areas including Resis-
tant Materials, Systems and Control, Food, Graph-
ics and Textiles. Design and technological capabil-
ity is developed through production focused prac-
tical tasks and designing and making assignments, 
employing a problem-solving approach and draw-
ing on a wide range of materials and processes. 
 
SUBJECTS OFFERED AT GCSE  
 
In Years 10 and 11, students follow AQA GCSE

area from Food, Textiles, Resistant Materials, and 
Graphic Products.  
 
SIXTH FORM 
 
The Department offers AQA Product Design at AS 
and A2 Level. We are hoping to run a Textiles 
course in 2010.
